SOLAR ECLIPSE

There will be a solar eclipse on Wednesday, 14th November from 7am till 9am. It will be a 70% solar
eclipse which means the moon will cover 70% of the sun. Most of Australia and New Zealand will
experience a partial solar eclipse viewable from Sydney to Perth and from Auckland to Christchurch.
This will be the largest magnitude eclipse in the region until the 22nd July 2028—over 15 years from
now!




While this is an amazing sight to behold, looking directly at the sun without proper eye protection can
cause serious and permanent eye damage.
